Welcome!
Welcome to Wagner Leadership Institute at Toms River, NJ (WLI-Toms River, NJ)!

We are honored to have you enrolled as a student! Our school has a vision to teach and equip the saints for the works of ministry, where impartation leads to activation and application in the market place of life where we are placed by Father God as Ministers of Reconciliation. Please read carefully all the material on our web site. Please become very familiar with our policies and practices. Our students are responsible to be informed and familiar with all the material presented on our web site. The General Information area will inform you on our history, the need of this type of educational training today, and the accreditation challenge that facing ministerial training today. Our Code of Moral Conduct is at our Admissions Info.
We have course suggested tracks for you to choose from which will help guide you in your course selections. You are not restricted to these tracks, they are just a suggestion. From time to time course selections will be added as ‘fast track’ opportunities either live or via internet. So make sure you weekly check out our web site for new offerings of course. Training Units:

As our site has mentioned in General Information, and How do I Apply, we use the accumulation of Training Units (TU) not credits to evaluate the progress of our students toward their diploma goal.
Students will pay for each TU in advance before they are taken. Fill out type of enrollment form that applies toward your request [see Forms] for each TU/Course desired.

NOTE: Courses can not be taken more than once for TU’s. You can audit the same course as many times as you like, but only once for TU credit.

All TU’s, no matter by which avenue received below, must be paid for in advance. None are given gratis after advanced placement at enrollment.
As you will see below, there are many ways in which TU can be earned.

· Most ‘Fast Track’ courses (live or via internet live; are on Friday evening and all day Saturday) are 4 TU.
Other than ‘Fast Tracks’, WLI-Toms River, will be offering Classroom Workshops, Seminars and Topical Classes from time to time. For example, some may meet on 4 consecutive Thursday nights, or Saturday mornings. The Grace and Peace Institute of Biblical Studies and the Grace and Peace Institute of Biblical Counseling offer live courses every Summer that will qualify as WLI courses. Our web site will post all current opportunities.
Most Conferences, Workshops and Seminars are also given 4 TU. Special consideration will be given to long venues (more than 10 hours in duration) – see the dean regarding this.
As mentioned in our web section on How to Apply, 50% of your TU’s (after advance placement) must be at live session instruction, and half of this must be at our school’s location. Other live instruction can come from ministerial venues, such as conferences/workshops/seminars you attend. You need to request permission of the dean to use a non – WLI ‘fast track’ such as a Conference/Workshop/Seminar.
Web Simulcast from other WLI’s

Our WLI students may pick up web simulcasts (like a pay-per-view) from other WLI’s sending the signal and get credit for the course here at the Toms River School. 

1. Sign up at that school’s web site and pay their audit fee.

2. Show a receipt that you paid for the course at the other WLI.

3. Pay the WLI-Toms River the difference [Our TU fee – the audit paid = what you pay  

    WLI-TR].

4. Turn in the evaluation sheet for credit to given.

NOTE: There is currently a disparity in TU tuition fees and audit fees among the WLI schools across the globe – fees are not standardized. Since each school is autonomous, they can set their own fee structure. Therefore, some WLI schools will charge more in TU and audit fees than others. Students who desire to take simulcast courses from another WLI will discover this tuition disparity. (Example WLI Colorado charges $50 per TU and $150 to audit). So, when a student from a lower cost school like ours desires to take a course on the web from a higher cost school like Colorado, they will need to pay the audit fee at that school and pay the tuition TU to us at the rate the higher school charges. (Example: Receive the Colorado signal, pay them $150.00, then pay WLI Toms River $50.00 –[Colorado TU fee $200 – the $150 audit you pay = $50 to pay to WLI Toms River.])
The disparity problem is being addressed and hopefully will be amicably corrected for the student at the lower cost tuition school before the end of 2006.
· Pre-Taped Courses by cassette tape, CD, DVD, or Video formats, can run from 
1 TU to 4TU. This is done via home study. 
NOTE [A]: Cassette tapes/CD’s/DVD’s/Videos are for loan only, and must be returned promptly, especially if another student has requested the same course. A two week notification will then be given.
NOTE [B]: If the Cassette/CD/DVD/VIDEO is lost or damaged, the student will pay for a replacement at the current market cost.
· Independent Studies (books or tapes assigned) can run from 1 TU to 4 TU. This done via home study.
· Notes [A] & [B] apply here also.

· Minister’s Cassette/CD Library: These are a variety of specialized individual discussions for ministers. They address all kinds of areas in a minister’s life and ministry that can affect them. It is wisdom from a wide variety of seasoned ministers (from many different and diverse Church backgrounds) giving advice for those beginning in ministry or encountering difficult challenges in ministry. 
[1 TU] is given for every 4 tapes listened to, with evaluation sheet turned in on each.
Notes [A] & [B] apply here also.
· Mission Trips are usually 6 TU (this is a one week trip in the field sponsored by another ministry or your local Church; and occasionally by WLI). You are allowed up to 24 TU a year in this format.
· For Licensed Ministers: 

2 TU can be given for each teaching engagement you do, outside your Church/Ministry, up to 10 TU per year.

1 TU can be given for each teaching session at your own Church/ministry, up to 10 TU per year.

Pastors whose church grew 10% or more a year in attendance can receive 10 TU
Published articles, papers, essays, books by licensed ministers can receive from 1 to 3 TU depending upon their scope.
· Leading a Ministry:

If a  student is leading a ministry in their Church (ie- a small home group; ushers; greeters etc.) they are eligible for up to 10 TU per year depending upon the scope of weekly involvement in that ministry. See the dean for more information and personal consideration.
-
Mentorship and Internships:
Mentorship programs (dfn: another minister leads and guide you, side by side, with high accountability in a ministerial area – with you, doing the works of ministry) and Internships (dfn: a guided tutorial at your pace, with a list of tasks to accomplish,  with low accountability – guiding you with advice as you do the works of ministry). Internships enhance your on hands ministerial education. A Mentorship prepare you for full time ministerial oversight.

These are available dependent upon the availability of ministerial oversight. See our course tracks for examples.  An internship an be up to 20 TU per year, and a mentorship can be up to 30 TU per year. These are usually reserved for the Masters or Doctorate levels, but not mandatory for either or exclusive for either. See the dean for more info on this.
These can also be set up with your local Church. The dean of WLI –Toms River and the Pastor of that Church will need to converse on this.
· Student Incentives to pick up TU:

1. Recruiting new students
If a registered WLI-Toms River student recruits a friend to register and become a student at WLI-Toms River, the school will give the recruiter 4 TU credit toward a ‘fast track course’ (books not included if required). This is limited to only one recruitment credit per year.

2. Work Credits
From time to time there is a need for volunteers to help with administrative tasks, such as:  -   running sound board equipment
· running camera/video equipment

· helping at registration tables

· computer WP in Microsoft Word and/or IP in Excel or Access

· internet skills

· phone calls and/or e-mails

· putting together tape/DVD coping sets

· photocopying/collating of handouts

Interested students should contact the dean. Various TU credits can be given for student volunteer work for WLI.

TU Evaluations
The focus of training at WLI-Toms River is more on impartation than a dissemination of information. We do not deny the importance of receiving relevant information but we see this is provided in the context of imparting skills and Spirit led anointing for practical ministry. This is a ministry in which we are led by the Holy Spirit through the Word of God. So we have a non-traditional academic presentation at our school. The student must within measure the impact of anointing, impartation and revelation on themselves. 
We only ‘get out of’ such a school what we are willing to spiritually submit to in the Lord. We can not know your heart, we can only examine fruit. 

We do not use exams/testing for accomplish TU.
TU in the individual student record are accomplished by:
[ENROLLING for a COURSE/INDEPENDENT STUDY/MINISTERIAL ACTIVITY]
1. Paying for the TU tuition cost upfront before doing the course/activity, using the enrollment form [see Forms] Sheet for each TU experience. (See web site for application sheet).
This will reserve you a seat in the course. Some classes offered fill up fast, so register early.
2. Handing in a student evaluation after the TU course/activity is completed.

3. The evaluation sheet must be received by the school no more 60 days after the TU course/activity is completed, or no TU credit will be given and no tuition funds will be returned; if extraordinary circumstances occur such as – severe illness; bereavement, see the dean immediately for consideration.

Course/Book/Ministerial Activity evaluations are completed by the student as a self-heart study paper, to try to communicate the depth of understanding and impartation they have received from the course/book/ministerial activity they have taken. The purpose of these short papers is to help you assimilate what you have learned. 
1. Every Evaluation should identify what this is. List the name of the event, location (if applicable); list the speaker(s) and give a general overview of the event.

2. Most evaluations will involve two sets of questions:

-Name two things said/read/experienced that have challenged your thinking and why (for each thing mentioned)..

-Name two things said/read/experienced that have challenged your lifestyle, and why (for each thing mentioned)..

Excessive verbose writing is not required, just honest heart felt comments of perhaps a few paragraphs for each question.

If a book was included in the course, then an evaluation would also be needed on the book in the format above.

Typed/WP preferred, double spaced. If you have no access to a computer or typewriter, then you must print and double space your writings. No cursive writing will be accepted.
Materials when completed can be mailed or e-mailed.

Diploma Requirements:

The diploma completion is not subject to the yearly calendar. When you completed, you’re done.

All tuition monies and fees must be paid in full.

The $50.00 diploma fee must be paid.

The amount of accumulated TU’s needed, that are required for the diploma program are:

120 TU for Bachelors in Practical Ministry

120 TU for Masters in Practical Ministry

120 TU for Doctorate in Practical Ministry

Core courses will be 32 TU of each diploma level.

Graduation commencement exercises are held every June. Graduation is at the graduate’s expense (cake/refreshments after the commencement; you’ll be joining in with the graduates of the Grace and Peace Institutes of Biblical Studies and Biblical Counseling).
When a graduate has achieved a diploma level, they are also welcomed to receive the same diploma issued by Wagner Leadership Institute Central, in Colorado Springs Colorado. It is a fee of $100.00 made payable to the Colorado school, and the graduate is welcome to participate in the cap & gown graduation commencement in Colorado in the month of May in that year. (Traveling costs are at the graduate’s expense).

If you wish to continue with WLI-Toms River and enter the next diploma level, the student will need to register again to, but at only half the registration cost and pay $42.50.

Transcripts
A Transcript of a student’s record is sent by request to the registrar’s office. The fee is $25 per transcript.
Student Guidelines of Conduct

1. Respect fellow students and instructors. Disrespect will not be tolerated.

2. Do not ask other students to pay for your TU or any school related materials.
3. Soliciting –selling for your business or any business is not permitted.
4. Seeking donations for your Church/Ministry/favorite charity is not permitted.

5. Handing out fliers of your Church/Ministry/Business activities is not permitted.
6. Food and drink (other than bottled water) are not permitted in classrooms at the Church of Grace and Peace, Toms River.

7. Smoking/alcohol is not permitted on the premises of the Church of Grace and Peace, Toms River.

8. Cell phones should be either ‘off’ or on ‘silent vibrate’ during class.

9. If you have a disagreement with a fellow student or instructor we require that the Matt 18:15-17 principal be observed. The sin of gossip and/or murmuring and complaining will not be tolerated.

10. Our students will observe our code of moral conduct (on our web site).

11. Our students will dress modestly and use personal discretion to honor the Lord with their attire.
12. Students are responsible for their own transportation to and from the school campus.

13. Please inform the school of any medical condition that you believe we should be aware of in order to serve you better.

14. Student recording devices to record class lecture is not permitted. 

15. During a live conference/fast track session/classroom venue please do not 

interrupt a speaker while they are talking. Questions may be taken by the instructor/speaker at the end of the sessions if they choose, or if this is not available, a question can be turned in to the dean and it will be passed on to the instructor/speaker. The question should be written legible and include an e-mail address, in the event that a live answer due to time constraints not be possible. There is no guarantee questions will be answered, since it is at the prerogative of the instructor.
16. It is the responsibility of the student to be prompt to class/session. Some sessions 

may be closed to late comers in order not to bring disruption to the class/session.
Students from other WLI Schools

There has always been the intent that any WLI student at any WLI across the globe be able to take a course at any WLI.. 
From the policy of WLI Central, Colorado: “Students enrolled at one WLI may take courses in another WLI by paying the audit fee, then reimbursing the difference between that and the normal TU fee to their home WLI (where they are registered.).” Our Audit fee is $12.50 per TU as applied to the course/study you are seeking.
From the policy of WLI-Central, Colorado: “TU’s earned in any of the international or regional schools of WLI Central may be applied for advanced standing in any of the other schools.” Please see the dean if you are transferring WLI school credits and need this placement to complete your diploma. There is means you will be picking up at the diploma TU level where you left off at your last school.
A transcript from your former WLI will be required.
Transferring WLI Students

WLI students of other WLI schools may transfer to the Toms River WLI. They must pay one half of the normal registration fee, which is $42.50
Course –Curriculum Tracks

Our course selection is divided into tracks of study that reflect a particular area of ministry. You are not limited to a track, nor do you have to complete a given track. These are just guide lines to help you customize you ministerial calling. Pay close attention however to the “Core Courses”.
NOTE: If a class is canceled due to inclement weather, it will be announced on WOBM radio 92.7 FM. (We will always check other possible radio venues and update this section on our web site).

Some will live beyond the WOBM radio signal area. If the student is concerned a class may be canceled due to inclement weather, please call 732-340-1550, x213 for a recorded message. The decision to cancel an evening class will be made by 5:00pm of the evening in question, and by 6:00am if it is a day seminar.
Core Courses

Core courses come from the Colorado Central WLI curriculum. They are taught by some of the finest international teachers of our day. These are very important to the Colorado School, which will preserve the ‘DNA” of the why and the how that this school has come into being. They are ‘key’ to the impartation experience at any WLI. One of these courses is required for each speaker to qualify for a diploma. So, there are 8 required courses, or 32 TU's per diploma level They will either be live ‘fast tracks’ at WLI-Toms River, or live internet down loads. All Core Courses are 4TU. These will be available on CD and DVD in 2008.
NOTE: Not all of the core courses are shown here. We will not have the complete listing till after the new guidelines come out from WLI-Colorado Central on 9/19/06.

*These are required if a score of less than 80% has been attained on the entrance requirement Bible Test, for non Bible School graduates. (See Admissions)

NOTE: 60 TU of a diploma (50%) must be live WLI-Toms River instruction, and 32 TU of this must be from core courses.
NOTE: There are many courses that will come and go month by month on the internet, that we keep the student apprised of on our web site. It is the student’s responsibility to frequent our web site in order to be kept abreast of these course offerings. Some will be live internet down loads you can obtain, and other will be down loaded by the school and will be offered as a school corporate event as a ‘fast track’. 
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
